Revelation 22
Gen 2:9 (The tree of life is created in the Garden of Eden)
Ez 47:1-12 (Water flows from the sanctuary to water the land with trees on its banks, bearing fruit monthly, with leaves for medicine)
1 Cor 13:10-13 (We will not see indistinctly, but face to face and know fully)
1 Jn 3:1-3 (When Christ comes, we will see him face to face)
NB:  In Rev 1:1 and 22:6, we are told that the revelation must happen soon.

Dt 28:1-6 (Blessed are those who observe the commandments, blessed in all they do)
NB:  In Rev 19:10 and Rev 22:8, John falls at the feet of an angel in worship and is told to rise.

Dan 8:26 (Daniel keeps the vision hidden because it is far off)
Dan 12:8-10 (The words are sealed; many are refined, but the wicked shall remain wicked)
NB:  In Rev 10:4, John is ordered to seal up what the seven thunders said and not to write it down.  In Rev 22:10, John is ordered not to seal up the words of prophesy because their time of fulfillment is near.

1 Cor 16:20-24 (Maranatha:  Come, Lord Jesus)
NB:  There are seven blessings in Revelation:

· Rev 1:3:  Blessed is the one who reads aloud and blessed are those who listen to this prophetic message and heed what is written in it, for the appointed time is near.

· Rev 14:13  Blessed are the dead who die in the Lord from now on.  Yes, let them find rest from their labors, for their works accompany them.

· Rev 16:15  Behold, I am coming like a thief.  Blessed is the one who watches and keeps his clothes ready, so that he may not go naked and people see him exposed.
· Rev 19:9  Blessed are those who have been called to the wedding feast of the Lamb.

· Rev 20:6  Blessed and holy is the one who shares in the first resurrection. The second death has no power over these; they will be priests of God and of Christ, and they will reign with him for (the) thousand years.

· Rev 22:7  Behold, I am coming soon.  Blessed is the one who keeps the prophetic message of this book.

· Rev 22:14  Blessed are they who wash their robes so as to have the right to the tree of life and enter the city through its gates.

Revelation 22:1 Then he showed me the river of the water of life, bright as crystal, flowing from the throne of God and of the Lamb
2 through the middle of the street of the city; also, on either side of the river, the tree of life with its twelve kinds of fruit, yielding its fruit each month; and the leaves of the tree were for the healing of the nations.
3 There shall no more be anything accursed, but the throne of God and of the Lamb shall be in it, and his servants shall worship him;
4 they shall see his face, and his name shall be on their foreheads.
5 And night shall be no more; they need no light of lamp or sun, for the Lord God will be their light, and they shall reign for ever and ever.
6 And he said to me, “These words are trustworthy and true. And the Lord, the God of the spirits of the prophets, has sent his angel to show his servants what must soon take place.
7 And behold, I am coming soon.” Blessed is he who keeps the words of the prophecy of this book.
8 I John am he who heard and saw these things. And when I heard and saw them, I fell down to worship at the feet of the angel who showed them to me;
9 but he said to me, “You must not do that! I am a fellow servant with you and your brethren the prophets, and with those who keep the words of this book. Worship God.”
10 And he said to me, “Do not seal up the words of the prophecy of this book, for the time is near.
11 Let the evildoer still do evil, and the filthy still be filthy, and the righteous still do right, and the holy still be holy.”
12 “Behold, I am coming soon, bringing my recompense, to repay every one for what he has done.
13 I am the Alpha and the Omega, the first and the last, the beginning and the end.”
14 Blessed are those who wash their robes, that they may have the right to the tree of life and that they may enter the city by the gates.
15 Outside are the dogs and sorcerers and fornicators and murderers and idolaters, and every one who loves and practices falsehood.
16 “I Jesus have sent my angel to you with this testimony for the churches. I am the root and the offspring of David, the bright morning star.”
17 The Spirit and the Bride say, “Come.” And let him who hears say, “Come.” And let him who is thirsty come, let him who desires take the water of life without price.
18 I warn every one who hears the words of the prophecy of this book: if any one adds to them, God will add to him the plagues described in this book,
19 and if any one takes away from the words of the book of this prophecy, God will take away his share in the tree of life and in the holy city, which are described in this book.
20 He who testifies to these things says, “Surely I am coming soon.” Amen. Come, Lord Jesus!
21 The grace of the Lord Jesus be with all the saints. Amen.

Gen 2:9 (The tree of life is created in the Garden of Eden)
9 Out of the ground the LORD God made various trees grow that were delightful to look at and good for food, with the tree of life in the middle of the garden and the tree of the knowledge of good and bad.
Ez 47:1-12 (Water flows from the sanctuary to water the land with trees on its banks, bearing fruit monthly, with leaves for medicine)
1 Then he brought me back to the entrance of the temple, and I saw water flowing out from beneath the threshold of the temple toward the east, for the facade of the temple was toward the east; the water flowed down from the southern side of the temple, south of the altar.
2 He led me outside by the north gate, and around to the outer gate facing the east, where I saw water trickling from the southern side.
3 Then when he had walked off to the east with a measuring cord in his hand, he measured off a thousand cubits and had me wade through the water, which was ankle-deep.

4 He measured off another thousand and once more had me wade through the water, which was now knee-deep. Again he measured off a thousand and had me wade; the water was up to my waist.

5 Once more he measured off a thousand, but there was now a river through which I could not wade; for the water had risen so high it had become a river that could not be crossed except by swimming.

6 He asked me, “Have you seen this, son of man?” Then he brought me to the bank of the river, where he had me sit.
7 Along the bank of the river I saw very many trees on both sides.

8 He said to me, “This water flows into the eastern district down upon the Arabah, and empties into the sea, the salt waters, which it makes fresh.
9 Wherever the river flows, every sort of living creature that can multiply shall live, and there shall be abundant fish, for wherever this water comes the sea shall be made fresh.
10 Fishermen shall be standing along it from En-gedi to En-eglaim, spreading their nets there. Its kinds of fish shall be like those of the Great Sea, very numerous.
11 Only its marshes and swamps shall not be made fresh; they shall be left for salt.
12 Along both banks of the river, fruit trees of every kind shall grow; their leaves shall not fade, nor their fruit fail. Every month they shall bear fresh fruit, for they shall be watered by the flow from the sanctuary. Their fruit shall serve for food, and their leaves for medicine.”
1 Cor 13:10-13 (We will not see indistinctly, but face to face and know fully)
10 but when the perfect comes, the partial will pass away.
11 When I was a child, I used to talk as a child, think as a child, reason as a child; when I became a man, I put aside childish things.
12 At present we see indistinctly, as in a mirror, but then face to face. At present I know partially; then I shall know fully, as I am fully known.
13 So faith, hope, love remain, these three; but the greatest of these is love.
1 Jn 3:1-3 (When Christ comes, we will see him face to face)
1 See what love the Father has bestowed on us that we may be called the children of God. Yet so we are. The reason the world does not know us is that it did not know him.
2 Beloved, we are God’s children now; what we shall be has not yet been revealed. We do know that when it is revealed we shall be like him, for we shall see him as he is.
3 Everyone who has this hope based on him makes himself pure, as he is pure.
NB:  In Rev 1:1 and 22:6, we are told that the revelation must happen soon.

Dt 28:1-6 (Blessed are those who observe the commandments, blessed in all they do)
1 “Thus, then, shall it be: if you continue to heed the voice of the LORD, your God, and are careful to observe all his commandments which I enjoin on you today, the LORD, your God, will raise you high above all the nations of the earth.
2 When you hearken to the voice of the LORD, your God, all these blessings will come upon you and overwhelm you:
3 “May you be blessed in the city, and blessed in the country!
4 “Blessed be the fruit of your womb, the produce of your soil and the offspring of your livestock, the issue of your herds and the young of your flocks!
5 “Blessed be your grain bin and your kneading bowl!
6 “May you be blessed in your coming in, and blessed in your going out!

26 The vision of the evenings and the mornings is true, as spoken; Do you, however, keep this vision undisclosed, because the days are to be many.”
Dan 12:8-10 (The words are sealed; many are refined, but the wicked shall remain wicked)
8 I heard, but I did not understand; so I asked, “My lord, what follows this?”
9 “Go, Daniel,” he said, “because the words are to be kept secret and sealed until the end time.

10 Many shall be refined, purified, and tested, but the wicked shall prove wicked; none of them shall have understanding, but the wise shall have it.
NB:  In Rev 10:4, John is ordered to seal up what the seven thunders said and not to write it down.  In Rev 22:10, John is ordered not to seal up the words of prophesy because their time of fulfillment is near.

1 Cor 16:20-24 (Maranatha:  Come, Lord Jesus)
20 All the brothers greet you. Greet one another with a holy kiss.
21 I, Paul, write you this greeting in my own hand.
22 If anyone does not love the Lord, let him be accursed. Maranatha.
23 The grace of the Lord Jesus be with you.
24 My love to all of you in Christ Jesus.
